Fruit and nuts suitable for Dumfries and Galloway (list constantly updated any further information gratefully received)
*Annie Elizabeth  c 1857 Group B M106
A very attractive culinary apple, striped and flushed with orange and red. Large fruits with a white flesh and sweet flavour. Keeps its shape when baked. - a Victorian favourite. Gets sweeter when stored. Canker resistant. Use Nov – April
Arthur Turner c1917 Group B  M106
Raised by Charles Turner of Slough, this is one of the best early cooking apples. The fine-flavoured fruit are large, round, greenish-yellow and plentiful. The blossom is exceptionally beautiful, large pink blooms which deserve to be seen. Fairly vigorous upright growth and good resistance to scab. Pick Sept-Oct
*Ashmead’s Kernel c 1700 Group C M106 Dessert
Firm, crisp, juicy, sugary, rich and highly aromatic this late variety should be in every garden. A rich gold brown russeted skin. Pick Nov. Use Dec-March. Makes a good sorbet and great in tarts.
*Beauty of Moray c 1883 

An old variety of Scottish cooking apple with a very attractive blossom, late flowering so less susceptible to frost. Very prolific
*Bismarck c 1870 Group B
Thought to originate from Bismarck, Tasmania, this is a lovely mid- to late-season variety with round greenish-yellow fruits heavily flushed with carmine red. The crisp and juicy fruit cooks to a well-flavoured greenish-yellow fluff. The real attraction of this variety is that cropping is heavy and reliable, even in the coldest parts of the UK
Pick Oct. Use Nov-Feb

*Bloody Ploughman c 1883 M106 Dessert

Very red heavily ribbed fruit. Sweet crisp and juicy. It is reputed to have got its name from a ploughman who was caught stealing apples on the Megginch estate in Wigtonshire, and he was shot by the gamekeeper. His wife took the bag of apples and threw them on the compost heap. A seedling then grew and the tree was given the name Bloody Ploughman, the apples have a red flush all through the flesh.

*Bramley Apple c 1809 M26 

Large flat, round fruit, greenish yellow with slight red flush. Cooks well and holds it’s shape for baked apples and pies, gives plenty of juice. A very vigorous grower with thick, spreading branches, a bit susceptible to late frost. It is a triploid and really needs two pollinators to ensure maximum cropping. It was raised between 1809 and 1813 by Miss Mary Anne Brailsford and planted in her garden at Church Street, Southwell, Nottingham. Her cottage, along with the tree, passed to a Mr Bramley a local butcher who then started selling the trees, so it should be called a Mary Anne Brailsford!

Canker resistant,
*Charles Ross c 1890 M25

Greenish yellow flushed red and striped. A cross between Cox Orange Pippen (flavour) and Peasgood Nonsuch (size) A big dual purpose apple

*Discovery c1949 M25 Dessert

An early apple that can be picked over a long period of time and has a three week keeping time. Yellow flushed with orange and scarlet it is fresh, crisp firm and juicy.

Inclination towards tip bearing so be careful with pruning.   One of the best eating apples in Scotland.
*Edward V11 c 1902 M106 Cooker

Excellent late season cooking apple introduced by Messrs Rowe of Worcester in 1902. Bright yellow-green large round fruit have a super acidic flavour and cook to an unusual pink puree. This is a superb garden variety - neat upright growth, hardy and disease-resistant. Late flowering so perfect for frost-pockets and exposed sites.
Ellison’s Orange 

Good in tarts
*Galloway Pippin  local name Croft-an-Righ this is the same name given by the Romans to the area around Wigtown in Galloway and means Garden of the King.

It is a late cooker and the apples keep well sweet enough for juicing.
George Cave c1923 M106 Dessert
Early variety, pale greenish yellow, half or more covered with red and orange stripes. Flowers tolerate late frost. Tip and spur bearer and as dwarfing stock should not need much pruning, only dead, diseased or dying branches.

*Golden Spire c 1850 Group B M106  Dual purpose

The origins of this variety are uncertain, but probably arose in Lancashire where it was widely grown. Introduced to the market by nurseryman Richard Smith of Worcester it was known as Tom Matthews cider apple. The Victorians also used this variety for the shrub border as the blossoms are particularly striking. Yellow, conical shaped apple, does not fall when cooked, and makes good Apple Sauce. The tree keeps a good shape with little pruning and is a regular cropper. Makes delicious juice

And cider Pick Oct Use Oct-Nov
*Hawthorndean c 1760 - One of the oldest and most esteemed varieties, and a free bearer.   Fruit is large, roundish; skin pale greenish yellow, tinged with blush; the pulp white, tender juicy and acid; and the fruit is good for the table as well as for all kitchen purposes: in September and October. The tree is hardy and prolific. This apple received its name from the romantic spot called Hawthornden, in the county of Mid-Lothian, formerly the residence of the celebrated Scottish poet and historian Drummond, where it is supposed to have been raised; and it is extensively cultivated and highly esteemed in most parts of Scotland. Fruit usually above medium in size, roundish and depressed, with occasionally a prominent rib on one side. Skin; smooth, with a delicate bloom, greenish yellow blushed red on sun exposure. Flesh; white, crisp, tender, very juicy, pleasant flavour. A vigorous tree and an abundant bearer.

*James Grieve c1893

This is a dessert apple, yellow with a slight flush and red striped. It grows well in the North. It has a pleasant crisp sweet flavour. Probably the best September dessert apple. The flowers are fairly resistant to frost damage. Can be prone to canker if stressed, (windy or wet site).
Jupiter c1966 Group B Dessert
This Cox cross is a wonderful late season dessert apple, juicy and sweet with full aromatic Cox flavour. Hardy and suitable for growing in the north. The tree is a spur bearer and heavy cropper but can be biennial. Summer prune new growth in July to encourage cropping. Will keep fruit available Oct-Jan.x's cross is a wonderful late season dessert apple, juicy and sweet with a full aromatic Cox-like flavour. Hardy and *Katy c1947
A very attractive apple that are lunch box size. Bright, red, shiny skin with crisp sweet flesh and a pleasant flavour, a favourite with children. A cross between a Worcester Pearmain and James Grieve. An excellent pollinator of other varieties.

*Keswick Codlin –c1790 Group B Dual Purpose
An old favourite. Green/yellow fruit good cropper, with a sharp juicy soft refreshing flavour. The tree fruits well in the north. Cooks to a good fluff.
*Lord Derby c1862

A very prolific late culinary apple which has many attributes - the grass-green fruit have a fine flavour and stay intact when cooked (good for chutney); the tree is very hardy and suitable for the North and succeeds in cold wet regions; good resistance to scab and succeeds well on wet soils. Thin the fruit in June for the best sized apples.
*Lord Lambourne  c1907–M27  Dessert apple with a yellow skin flushed with red. Excellent flavour, juicy and firm, crops heavily. Pick in October keeps till December
Merlin’s Apple c 1870’s M106 (semi dwarfing so does not require stake)
Propagated from an apple tree growing on the salt laden windswept Bardsey Island, off the coast of North Wales thought to be a chance seedling.  This apple has a medium sized ribbed fruit, creamy yellow with some pink stripes and flushing with a distinct lemon scent. The fruit stores well till Christmas and cooks to a lovely fluff. Scab and canker resistant.

Orleans Reinette c1770 
Thought to have originated in France in 1770, this late dessert apple is one of the finest flavoured russets available, a heady mix of sweet oranges and a strong nutty flavour, incredibly juicy. Cropping may be irregular but the quality of the fruit is absolutely first class. These are best stored in plastic bags to avoid shrivelling. Cropping may be slightly irregular, but the quality of the fruit is absolutely first class.
Canker resistant
*Rev. Wilks c1904 Culinary apple The very large fruit are a pale primrose colour flushed with a delicate pinky red and cook to a pale yellow froth with a delicate aromatic flavour. This variety makes a small tree and is very hardy and disease resistant, it does well in the colder wetter parts of the country so is highly suitable for Dumfries and Galloway. Crops can be extremely heavy, partially thin crops in June to avoid branches breaking with the weight. Good cooked with red cabbage, onion, little salt, vinegar, sugar, little water, bake in covered dish in oven 1hr. 170
*Sunset  c1918 Dessert
An attractive apple with golden fruits flushed with red and speckled with russet. The fruit is firm, juicy and a delicious flavour.

It has been bred to be hardy in the north and frost resistant, it has a compact and tidy habit and has a very colourful blossom.

(Shouldn’t need any pruning only dead, damaged, or diseased wood)

Pixie Group B M106 Dessert semi dwarfing does not need stake A fairly recent introduction, probably a Cox's seedling. Intensely rich sweet fruit, harder and sharper than its parent.
Spartan c1926

Wonderful dark purplish-red fruit which are firm crisp and juicy. The flavour is quite sweet and very refreshing with a lovely aroma. Fruit can be small (great for children) and requires a potash feed in the spring.
*White Melrose Culinary

A very old early to midseason variety said to have been  raised by monks at Melrose Abbey and widely grown on Tweedside 100 years ago. It is a well flavoured apple which keeps some of its form when cooked. Can be grown as a cordon and has a very attractive white blossom. It is healthy and prolific
* Worcester Pearmain c1870 Dessert
Crimson, medium sized fruit late August/early Sept. Bears a good crop most years, tip bearer so do not prune. Makes a bigger tree but one of the best eating apples in Scotland.
Apples suitable for pots – M27 or M26 Rootstock – Sunset, Court Pendu Plat, Egremont Russet, Adams Pearmain, Red Falstaff, 
Don’t let soil dry out but don’t let pot sit in water, feed in the spring.

To prevent canker give the soil around the base of the tree a light coating of dolomite lime in the autumn/winter and then feed in the spring March/April with well rotted compost or manure

Plums and Damsons Do not prune plums unless really necessary, dead or damaged branches. Prune in summer use Arbrex on cuts
*Merry weather Damson

The most popular damson for garden use. Heavy crops of large round blue/black fruit which are acidic but juicy. Can be mixed into a fruiting hedge.  Makes first class jams and chutneys.

Plum – Blue Tit c 1995 St Julien A (dwarfing stock does not require staking)

A new variety bred for flavour, a well flavoured juicy blue plum.
*Plum - Opal c 1925

An excellent early dessert plum, bred in Sweden in 1925 as a cross between Early Favourite (and old English plum) and Ouillins Gage. Opal has inherited the best traits of both parents - heavy crops of small yellow-orange fruit flushed with purple with an outstanding flavour. One of the best early season (late August) dessert plums, this needs a sunny site for the flavours to fully develop.
*Plum – Czar c1874

Named in honour of the Russian Emperor who was visiting the UK that year. Compact growth so suitable for the smaller orchard or garden. The large purple fruits are tender with a pleasant slightly acidic flavour. Can be used as a dessert when fully ripe, otherwise a good cooking plum.
*Plum- Victoria c 1830
It is probable that this famous variety was originally found as a chance seedling in a garden at Alderton, Sussex in the 1830's, but unfortunately the story of it's early history has mainly been lost. The trees are quite fast growing, making a medium-sized and spreading tree. The fruit, a deep carmine rose, have a wonderful flavour and as well as a dessert they make the very best jams. One of the best loved of all fruit trees, and no orchard or fruit garden is complete without one.
*Damson - Shropshire Prune

A large damson bred for garden use, it makes a small compact tree. A very deep purple fruit with a wonderful strong damson flavour, great for jam.

*Damson Plum Farleigh c 1820 – A heavy cropping small damson producing lovely oval blur/black fruit with a purple bloom. Fruits in September. Partially self fertile

Makes excellent jams and chutneys
*Cherry-  Stella – A self fertile late sweet cherry, the dark red fruit have a good flavour and the flesh is juicy.

*Cherry – Sunburst
A late season eating cherry which produces large almost black fruits

Blueberries

Duke – light blue fruit produced in abundance, ideal for colder climates.

Dixie – A vigorous spreading variety good sized aromatic fruit. Introduced to the UK in 1936 and bred by the father of American blueberries Fredrick Coville.

Bluejay – A tall vigorous mid season variety can grow to 1 metre. Stems smothered with firm medium sized fruit, it is hardy late flowering and has good autumn foliage.

Nuts
White Filbert 

A cob nut variety giving nuts like a large hazel nut. This variety is the most reliable cropper in the north
Cosford Cob – largest fruiting variety
Gooseberry 
– Early Sulphur 

A heavy cropper with a reputation for excellent jam making, pick in June (freezes well for cooking later)

Good cropper, resistent to American mildew
-Martlett
New red dessert variety resistant to mildew

Raspberry
- Autumn Bliss

A new autumn fruiting raspberry that is study and does not require much staking, abundant crop I late August- Sept

Plant 45cm apart in rows enough gap between rows to mow and walk. Posts each end of the row with double strands of wire to tie rasps.

Blackcurrants buy 2 yr old plants should reach a height and spread of 1.5m
